· Trash and recycling containers must be placed at the curb 
  prior to 6 a.m. on collection day, but not before 6 p.m. on the 
  day preceding. An additional fee may be charged if the 
  contractor must return to collect containers placed after 6 a.m.

· Contractors have from 6 a.m. to 5 p.m. for collection. 

· If you placed your can out by 6 a.m., but your container was 
  missed, please call 480-782-3510 the next business day.

· Containers must be removed from the curb by 9 a.m. on the 
  day following collection. 

· Lids should be closed with no protruding items.

· Containers must be against the curb or in front of a residence 
  away from street light poles, mailboxes and parked cars. 

· Containers must be secured at the residence between collection 
  days in such a manner that they are not readily susceptible to 
  theft or vandalism. 

· Residents are responsible for keeping trash and recycling 
  containers clean. 

· Broken, cracked or damaged recycling and trash containers  
  should be reported to Solid Waste Services at 480-782-3510 
  for repair or replacement.
