Safety Reminders:

- Whether you are planning to attend a public fireworks display or a barbecue, picnic or
bike ride, please celebrate safely.

- Don't forget about four-legged friends this holiday. Try to keep pets indoors, or
otherwise secured. The unexpected bang of a firework can startle pets and result in
uncharacteristic reactions.

- Fires, potentially serious burns, as well as hand and eye injuries, can result from the
use of fireworks, especially when young children are involved.

- The sale of permissible consumer fireworks is allowed from May 20 through July 6.

- The use of permissible consumer fireworks is allowed on private property, with the
permission of the property owner, from June 24 through July 6.

- Chandler prohibits the use of permissible consumer fireworks on any public property,
including City-owned or managed land, buildings and facilities. This includes public
parks, public school facilities, public retention basins, and public roads and streets
within Chandler City limits.
